President’s Report (Ebaugh):

Education Committee (Dennie): 

The location for this year’s conference has been confirmed as Dover Downs.  The group agreed that lunch will be a plate service with the choice of beef, chicken or vegetarian.  Participants will select their choice on the registration form.  If no choice is selected,  a chicken plate will be ordered for them.

The revised speaker’s contract was presented by Karen Rollo.  The mileage reimbursement is $0.50/mile which reflects the new IRS law.  Recommendation was made to specify an amount “up to$400.00 for airfare and one night lodging the night prior to the conference.”
Deena Brecher reported that AI DuPont will sponsor the brochures.  The group decided that 750 brochures would be adequate.  Many of the registration forms received for last year’s conference were from the form sent via email.

Sue Palmer has purchased the zipper folder for the conference.  The group each received one and all agreed they were an excellent purchase.
The cost of the conference will remain the same as last year:  $89.00 for members and prehospital personnel and $99.00 for all others.

Membership Committee (Fuller/Ebaugh):

Susan Ebaugh reported that currently there are 162 members in DENA.  The group was reminded that national’s goal is to reach 40,000 members this year.  A discussion was held regarding ways to encourage membership.  A suggestion was made to award a free DENA conference registration to all current members who recruit 5 new ENA members by 15 June 2010.  Pat Fuller will write up the notification to be sent out to all current DENA members.
TNCC (Thorley):  

Terry Thorley reports there will be a TNCC instructor course on 15 Jun 2010 at CCHS.  Pam Woods is POC.
ENPC (Ebaugh):
ENPC courses are scheduled for May 12 & 13 at CCHS and May 20 & 21 at AI DuPont.
Projection for the revised ENPC course is late Fall 2011.
Deena expressed a need for a full body manikin for her ENPC courses.

Open Discussion:
Terry Thorley and Susan Ebaugh will be attending the New Castle County Safe Kids Day on Saturday, April 17th.  Sue Palmer purchased rules to hand out.  Also have nurse coloring books and car safety brochures.
Kara Streets reported that she continues to work on the website.  The program has been purchased and she is working to learn it.  David Greenberg has offered to be her tutor.  The domain and password have been renewed.
Susan Ebaugh reported that National elections are coming up soon.  There is a list of all the candidates and their bios located on the ENA website.  The membership is encouraged to review this information.  Voting will be 13 May – 11 June 2010.  The group was reminded that their membership must be current in order to be eligible to vote.
Meriam Dennie and Sue Palmer will be manning the DENA vendor booth at the Delaware Trauma Symposium on 30 April 2010 in Wilmington.  Bonny King will check with the Trauma Planning committee to see if we can include a “Save the Date” flyer for the DENA educational conference in November.
The criteria for being selected as a delegate to the National convention are not spelled out in the DENA by-laws.  Kara Streets and Meriam Dennie will write this up as a Procedure which will be presented at the May meeting and a vote will be taken. 

Membership was queried regarding available employment for soon to graduate student nurses.  Very limited opportunities were noted for the state of Delaware.
State level elections are this Fall.  Everyone is encouraged to consider running for an office.

Emergency Nurses’ Day gift.  The group decided to purchase a fleece vest for all current DENA members.  Sue Palmer will research the cost and determine the NLT date for getting sizes to her.

Bonny King informed the membership of the Burn Camp for Delaware residents who are  burn patients between the ages of 6 to18years.  The camp will be held 16 August at Camp Barns in Frankford, DE.  It is free for all eligible persons.  Please get the information out.
Susan Ebaugh requested that we budget to send the president to the ENA Leadership Conference.  With the orientation now as a virtual conference, the opportunity for face to face networking is lost.
