Previous Meeting Minutes:

Defer review and acceptance of October 2009 meeting minutes to the next meeting in February 2010.

President’s Report (Ebaugh):

Orientation for State leaders provided by National as an online activity.  Very informative and helpful.  Most participants had positive feedback however, there were some drawbacks namely, multiple phone lines needed to have audio and visual reception.  Also, several participates stated it was difficult to get the time off of work for the two-day video conference whereas time to attend an offsite conference would have been more accepted by employers.

There was a glitch in the conference call with our Board Liaison Gail Lenehan.  A second attempt will be made on Wednesday, January 6th.Gail Lenehan has expressed a desire to visit in person all the states she is responsible for.  A discussion was held and suggestion included having a DENA open house when she is here and since she has expressed an interest, hold a CEU offering that she will present.

Government Affairs Committee (Streets): 

 Reports unable to access ENA website due to technical difficulties on this end.  A full report will be given at next month’s meeting. 

Kara Streets will be attending ENA Government Affairs conference in Washington DC on January 31st.

Education Committee (Dennie): 

 Meriam Dennie has agreed to continue as chairman of this committee and chair the annual education conference committee.

There were 126 participants at the conference held November 2009.  A summary of the participant evaluation was provided to the members present.

A discussion was held regarding possible change of venue. The conference is scheduled for Wednesday November 3rd.  Dover Downs is unable to commit to that date at this time as there is another group that has blocked off three weeks although their conference is only a week in length.  The other group is pending the exact week that they will want and until they make their decision, Dover Downs is unable to give us a firm commitment for the date we want.  Members were asked to review the suggested topics for the next conference and give input.  The conference committee will meet at 1800 on the day of the state meeting prior to the business meeting at 1900 beginning with the February meeting.

The consensus of the group is to offer two additional CEU opportunities this year to coincide with our monthly meeting.  One will be March, April or May depending when Gail Lenehan will be here and the other will be at our August meeting.

A suggestion was made to partner with another nursing profession organization for our August presentation.

Membership Committee (VonGoerres):

We currently have 181 members with 15 due to expire in 30 days.  This is ENA’s 40th anniversary and the goal for national is 40,000 members.  There was discussion of ways to increase membership.  The consensus is that we must continue to be in the public eye at such events as the state Trauma Conference, Safe Kids Day and contributions to events such as the Delaware Domestic Violence Conference held at DelTech.

Also up for consideration is have “goodies” to hand out for completed membership applications at our vendor table at the various conferences.

TNCC (Thorley):  

Terry Thorley reported that Nanticoke Hospital is in the process of setting up a TNCC course to be given at their facility.  She requested that we pay for a motorcycle helmet ($50.00) to provide them for the Spinal Protection/Helmet removal skills station.

An additional TNCC course is scheduled for February 1st & 2nd at KGH.

There will be a TNCC instructor course at CCHS in March.  Exact date to be determined.

ENPC (Ebaugh):
There is an ENPC course at CCHS 13 & 14 January and one at KGH 8 & 9 February.

Possibly another ENPC instructor course before the end of the year.

ENPC is in the early stages of revision.  A final product is anticipated in 2011.

Injury Prevention (Streets for Pearce):
Isabel Pearce regrets that she is no longer able to continue as chairperson of this committee due to family obligations.  Pam Collins generously offered to take on the responsibility.  Kara Streets will facilitate the transfer of information from Isabel to Pam.  Thank you Pam!

Open Discussion:
Ruth Morse clarified meeting timelines.  Education committee will meet from 1800 to 1900.  If there is a speaker, the speaker time will be 1900 with the business meeting to follow.  If there is no speaker, the business meeting will be 1900 to 2000.  All agreed that this would be acceptable.

Sue Palmer discussed the underwriting by DENA of the cost of food provided at KGH.  Members who attend the meeting will contribute $5.00 each and the remainder would be paid by DENA.  All agreed that this is acceptable.

Kara Streets offered to be the DENA “IT person”.  She has access to the website and will be working to make it more current and robust.  Thank you Kara!

Hal Brown suggested we consider making the annual education conference a 2-day affair by offering ENPC renewal course, TNCC renewal course, and/or CEN paper/pencil test the day before.  Discussion ensued and the membership was tasked to consider the option with further discussion to be held at the Education Committee meeting in February.

Susan Ebaugh suggested we consider setting up a conference phone option for members who are unable to attend the meetings in person.  Several options were discussed including the “STAR system”.  Members were tasked to research what they know and further discussion will be held at the business meeting in February.

She also informed the membership that the Delaware Trauma Symposium will be held Friday 30 April 2010 at the Riverfront in Wilmington.  Vendor tables are $500.00 however, she has requested from the chair professional consideration for our table to cost $300.00.  She is awaiting a response to this request.
