Meeting called to order by Susan Ebaugh at 1810hrs.

Previous Meeting Minutes:

Motion:  To accept February 2010 meeting minutes as written.

President’s Report (Ebaugh):

Susan Ebaugh reported that the Presidents’ Conference call covered many issues.  There are more conference calls scheduled throughout the year.
Leadership Conference in Chicago was very informative.  Recommended that DENA include this in the budget for next year to send the president.  Opportunity to network with officers from sister states and national.  Keynote speaker was an F16 pilot who spoke on team building.  Leadership Conference 2011 will be in Portland, OR and in 2012 New Orleans, LA.
David Westman has scheduled a one-on-one conference with each of the state presidents.  The members of DENA are requested to email Susan Ebaugh with any questions, issues or concerns that they would like brought to his attention.
The Virtual Orientation for 2011 officers will be changed to November 2010.  Orientation was not the same as the Leadership Conference as it has been in the past.  There were several people who felt that by having Virtual Orientation rather than in person , the networking did not happen.
Treasurer’s Report (Palmer):

Currently the CD earns 0.5%.  Due to the current economic conditions, this is about as much as one can expect.  When the time to roll it over arrives, plan to put it in another short term CD with similar interest unless able to find one of higher interest.


The group was asked to start thinking about what gift we will be giving all the Emergency Nurses in the state of Delaware for Emergency Nurses Day.
Government Affairs Committee (Streets): 

The House passed the Consumer Health Bill (HR4626) with restores the federal antitrust laws to the business of health insurance.  This will protect competition and consumers.
Education Committee (Dennie): 

Due to changes in how CEUs are awarded, Meriam discussed with Roberta Elwood her willingness to be a member of the committee.  She has agreed to this so we can apply through Christiana Care for the CEUs for our education conference in November.
Continued discussion was held on various options for site of conference.  Ruth Morse reports that Christiana is just as expensive and other places and the date of 3 November is not available.  Kara Streets has called the Dover Sheraton and is awaiting a call back.  Sue Palmer has not heard from Dover Downs regarding available date of 3 November.  The group agreed that Sue Palmer will call Dover Downs 3 March and that we would be agreeable to 3 or 8 November.  She will email the group with the response.  If Dover Downs is unavailable, the second choice will be the Dover Sheraton. 
Discussion was held regarding speakers.   The following was reported:

2. Karen Rollo – Edie Bruce– Legal aspects – discussion was held that she is out of area and may be expensive – to review in April
3. Susan Ebaugh- Gail Lenehan – Psych nursing – would be a back-up is unable to secure another individual from National
4. Susan Ebaugh – Steve Artis – SQ fluid administration – answer pending – recommendation was made to see if Dr. Coburn Allen was available
5. Evans Brothers – Pediatric Abuse – due to recent events in Delaware, the group agreed that this subject would not be appropriate
6. Terry Thorley – Stacey Shields – Pharmacy Sedation/RSI, Propofol – has agreed to be a speaker, Terry will get a title of her talk and inform her of the exact date and place when available
7. Susan Ebaugh --Dawn Culp for pediatric topic as an alternate – Dawn has agreed to be an alternate
8. Sue Palmer – Dr. McDonough Delaware Medical Examiner – will inquire if available and interested
9. Meriam Dennie – Anna Marie Papa for the Key Note Speaker position  -- will inquire if available and interested
Individuals will report in the April meeting.
Discussion was held regarding the speaker letter and contact as written by Karen Rollo.  The group agreed that the format and content to reflect current IRS mileage reimbursement was acceptable.
The group decided that a zipper folder and earth friendly grocery bag would be given to all participants.  Sue Palmer will research what is available and the estimated cost.

Membership Committee (Fuller/Ebaugh):

Susan Ebaugh reported that currently there are 167 members in DENA.  The group was reminded that national’s goal is to reach 40,000 members this year.  A discussion was held regarding ways to encourage membership.  Suggestions were made to send letters to new members and to those members who are soon to expire.  No action was taken.
TNCC (Thorley):  

Terry Thorley reports there will be a TNCC instructor course on 15 Jun 2010 at CCHS.  Pam Woods is POC.
Deena Brecher reported that she has a need for instructors for her March 24-25 course.  Terry Thorley will provide her with a list of all instructors in Delaware and their email addresses.

ENPC (Ebaugh):
The ENPC course that was scheduled at KGH 8 & 9 February had to be cancelled due to the weather.  No decision has been made for re-scheduling this.
An ENPC instructor course is planned for late Spring.
Projection for the revised ENPC course is late Fall 2011.
Injury Prevention (Dennie for Collins):
National has decided to combine  Quality, Safety and Injury Prevention into the Institute for Quality, Safety and Injury Prevention.  The plan is to develop initiatives for future investigation, research and guidance for practice.  Deena reports that the first formal meeting of this institute will be Fall 2010.  

The advantages of having an institute rather than individual committees includes higher profile, more likely to be awarded grants and funding opportunities.  

Three main issues to be addressed are care of the psychiatric patient, work place violence and overcrowding in the Emergency Department.

Delaware delegates for the convention.  There are two for certain:  one of the two is the current president.  The exact number of delegates will be determined via a ratio-based formula on the state membership as of 1 June 2010.  The Delaware ENA by-laws spell out the criteria to be considered as a delegate to the convention.

Anyone wishing to write a by-law or amendment for the national convention, the deadline to submit is 26 March 2010.

State level elections are this Fall.  Everyone is encouraged to consider running for an office.


19 March 2010 is Certified Nurses Day.


17 April 2010 is New Castle County Safe Kids Day.  Susan Ebaugh and Terry Thorley will be going.  Everyone is encouraged/welcomed to help with the DENA display.  Susan Palmer will look into purchasing “give aways”.  We have the nurse color books and the Safety Around Cars pamphlets to give out.
