President’s Report (Ebaugh):

Susan Ebaugh encouraged members to check out the ENA website.  Many items of information are available.

Government Affairs Committee (Streets): 

ENA has published the National Score Card on Highway Safety Laws.  Delaware complies with 10 out of 13 criteria.  The membership discussed making this endeavor one of our goals – Delaware to comply with all 13 criteria.

Discussion was held regarding the 6th speaker.  Deena Brecher will follow up on securing a Pediatric speaker

The group discussed the possibility of decreasing the length of the lectures to 30 minutes and thereby increasing the number of presenters.  Pros and cons were presented.  Consensus was reached that we would leave the lecture time slots as already decided on for this year and will re-visit this when planning the 2011 conference.

The group was presented with a suggestion that the question and answer periods be a grouping of three presenters.  This was not felt to be beneficial at this time.

The contract for the presenters was reviewed and discussed.  The group was in agreement that the contract was acceptable so long as the mileage and room reimbursement was specific.
Meal will be a plated meal.  The conference participants will have a choice of a beef, chicken or vegetarian dish.  This will be included on the registration form.  For those who do not make a choice, a chicken plate will be ordered.

Deena Brecher requests that the final content for the conference brochure be provided to her NLT 15 June 2010 so that AI DuPont can ensure that they are printed by the 1st of August.

Pat Fuller reported that currently there are 165 members in DENA.  Meriam Dennie and Sue Palmer received 18 ENA membership applications at the Trauma Symposium (16 new members and 2 renewals).  Thank you to both for their hard work and great results!
Susan Palmer presented the choices of vests to be given to all DENA members for Emergency Nurses Day.  The consensus of the group was to go with the Truffer Vest.  The sizes range from XS-7X.  Terry Thorley will send an email to all members with instructions that they reply to her with their choice of size NLT 15 August 2010.
TNCC (Thorley):  

Terry Thorley reports there will be a TNCC instructor course on 15 Jun 2010 at CCHS.  Pam Woods is POC.  A second TNCC instructor course will be held on 8 Sep 2010 at CCHS and Terry Thorley will be the POC.
ENPC (Ebaugh):
ENPC courses are scheduled for May 12 & 13 at CCHS , May 20 & 21 at AI DuPont, and 1 & 2 June at Lankenau, PA.  There will be an ENPC instructor course on 8 November at KGH.

Open Discussion:
Terry Thorley and Susan Ebaugh attended the New Castle County Safe Kids Day on Saturday, April 17th.  The Kent County Safe Kids Day will be Saturday June 12th at Brecknock Park.  Terry Thorley, Hal Brown, Bev VonGoerres, Ed Johnson and Susan Ebaugh plan to attend.  We will be giving out rulers, coloring books and car safety pamphlets.
Kara Streets reported that she continues to work on the website.  The program has been purchased and she is working to learn it.  David Greenberg has offered to be her tutor.  The domain and password have been renewed.
Kara Streets has put Delaware Emergency Nurses Association on Facebook.  It has a calendar of events dates and pictures.  Members are encouraged to visit the page.
Susan Ebaugh reported that National elections are coming up soon.  There is a list of all the candidates and their bios located on the ENA website.  The membership is encouraged to review this information.  Voting will be 13 May – 11 June 2010.  The group was reminded that their membership must be current in order to be eligible to vote.
Susan Ebaugh reported to the membership that $200 was donated to the ENA Foundation from Delaware.  Deena Brecher clarified for the membership the scholarship award process and that the auction process at the National Convention has been revised.
Susan Ebaugh reported that based on her discussion with National, Delaware has an estimated 5 delegates (including the president) and one alternate for the upcoming convention in September 2010.  Kara Streets, Meriam Dennie and Karen Rollo have expressed interest in being delegates.
Susan Ebaugh shared that two resolutions have already been sent to the members for consideration.  Both will be attached to the minutes for membership review.
Pat Fuller informed the membership of the Milford Hospital Fair on 15 May 2010.
Deena Brecher informed the membership of an unfortunate incident where bullying resulted in a pediatric patient being burned and needing specialized burn care.  Bullying has become more violent and this is a concern.  Membership is encouraged to be aware and identify possible victims ensuring that they are provided with necessary support systems to protect them.
State level elections are this Fall.  Everyone is encouraged to consider running for an office.

Emergency Nurses’ Day gift.  The group decided to purchase a fleece vest for all current DENA members.  Sue Palmer will research the cost and determine the NLT date for getting sizes to her.
