Government Affairs Committee (Streets): 

 Kara Streets attended the ENA Government Affairs conference in Washington DC on January 31st.  There were a total of 38 attendees.  The focus was on three bills:  1) HRSA’s Emergency Medical Services for Children 2) Health Care Reform, and 3) Title 8 Nurse Work Force Development Program.  Several nurses qualify for the Title 8 Nurse Work Force Development Program however there are no monies available.  Funding is projected for FY 2011.
Guidance provided included encouraging state councils to pursue press releases to make us known.  There are two professional lobbyists for ENA.  A session covered “How to” approach our senators and representatives.  Highway safety received much attention.  Also, it was discussed that institutions do not support health care workers to press charges when assaulted by patients and/or visitors.

Future plans are to post Government Affairs information on the DENA website.

Education Committee (Dennie): 

Discussion continued regarding possible change of venue. No report of cost at Christiana Care Conference Center.  Sheraton has the date open.
